One Week Prior to the Procedure: Please let the office know if you are on blood thinning medication or taking Aspirin.

1 DO NOT take iron pills or medication that can cause bleeding. These include, but are not limited to: Aspirin, Percodan,
Alka Seltzer, and any other blood thinners (notify nurse if you are on any blood thinners).

1 STOP using anti-inflammatory type drugs including: Empirin, Bufferin, Ascriptin, Ibuprofen, Motrin, Advil, Medipren,
Nuprin, Naproxen, Bextra, Celebrex, Vioxx, Clinoril, Piroxican, Feldene, Aleve, Indomethacine, Indocin, and Voltaren
(Tylenol is OK)

91 Discontinue use of fiber supplements: Metamucil, Citrucel, Benefiber, etc.

I DO NOT EAT: Nuts, Seeds, Popcorn or Corn

One Day Prior to the Procedure:

The day prior to the procedure you will need to be on a CLEAR LIQUID DIET ALL DAY. The diet includes water, apple juice,
Jell-O, popsicles, chicken broth, Gatorade, chicken and beef bouillon. Do not drink or eat any red or green colored items, solid
foods, milk or dairy products (*If you are diabetic, do not use sugar free drinks on your clear liquid diet)

Follow Instructions below:
1. At 12:00 pm take 4 Dulcolax tablets with 8 ounces of Gatorade

4 Dulcolax Tabs

Bz @ 12:00 pm

2. At 2:00 pm mix the entire bottle of MiraLAX® in the remaining 64 oz bottle of Gatorade. Shake the solution until
the powder is dissolved. Drink (1) 8 oz glass of Gatorade /MiraLAX® solution every 10-15 minutes until the mixture is
completely gone.

3. Continue to drink clear liquids until bedtime

DO NOT EAT OR DRINK AFTER MIDNIGHT!

On the Day of Procedure:

9 Take heart or blood pressure medications (2) hours before the procedure with a small sip of water. * All other medications
may be taken after the procedure
91 Ifyou are diabetic, please speak with the nurse or medical assistant on what to do about taking your medications

*DUE TO ANESTHESIA, YOU WILL NEED SOMEONE TO DRIVE YOU HOME AFTER THE PROCEDURE*
Please arrange transportation prior to your procedure

After the procedure:

What should | expect?

You may feel full and bloated when you wake up. This will pass as you expel air that we have pumped into the colon during the
procedure. When you are awake enough, the nurses will let you go home. Unless instructed otherwise, you may eat anything
you wish. Note: If you have severe abdominal pain, fever, or if you pass more than a tablespoon of blood from your rectum,
please call the office.

When will | get the results?
We will explain the findings from the examination to the family member who accompanies you. If you have any questions about
the findings, please call me in the afternoon AFTER the sedation has worn off completely.

If a biopsy is performed, it will take about two working days for us to receive the results. If you do not hear from us after three
days regarding your results, please call us at the office.
